2005-2010 has been a period of great achievement for Art in All of Us and for children around the globe. Since 2010,
AiA has reached new schools, new children, and new countries and launched new programs. We have extended
our core programs to more students each year, giving a greater number of individuals more insight info the world
and offering them the unique opportunity to express their creativity. By 2010, the 30,000th child parficipated in our
activities.

2010 was also the year where we proudly launched our World Art Tour program. Thousands of children came fo visit
our inferactive exhibitions in Antwerp and Brussels. Thanks to a new customized curriculum, all visitors were able to
learn, share and have fun at the same time.

2010 was also AiA’'s first year receiving government subsidies. It helped facilitate the creation of our World Art Tour
program and created new avenues for the expansion of AiA’s activities to Belgian schools and children.

In 2010 the world showcased solidarity with Haiti after its ravaging earthquake in January. Thousands of people rea-
ched out to Haitiin a wave of compassion, as Haitian children did not only urgently need water and food but were
also in great need of being able to dream and draw — as any child would. Art in All of Us decided to organize several
Art activities in Haiti fo continue to stimulate creativity, connect the world'’s children with this devastated nation, and
maybe get a few more smiles out of the kids in and around Port-au-Prince.

Today, the AIA database holds a unique collection of children’s artwork and photographs representing each and
every one of the 192 UN member countries. This extensive database of artis not only a representation of the amazing
impact our organization has had on the children we have worked with, but it is also a testament to the extraordinary
work that hundreds of individuals have volunteered over the last five years. AiA has inspired children, and adults
alike, and will continue to inspire many more. AiA also re-launched our Curriculum program in 2010 that uses this
precious database of children’s artwork.

All of our achievements would not have been possible without strengthening our partnerships with local and global

NGO'’s like UNICEF, or without the continuous growth of our volunteer network.

Our programs’ flexibility and easy customization have allowed us to deploy them to thousands of public and pri-
vate institutions and educational systems (schools, boarding schools, orphanages, child protection centers, etc.),
gaining the program’s public acceptance in every member country of the United Nations.

Gaining acceptance from public authorities, receiving their authorization to pursue our activities in their schools,
and most importantly gaining the children’s attention and having them actively participate in our activities can be
explained by a globally shared interest in (artistic) expression, communication and intercultural exchanges.

Building on this common ground and on a strong belief in the ability of children to build a tolerant world has also
supported AiA’s ability to attract hundreds of volunteers to its mission.

2010 was also AiA’s most successful year in terms of reaching participating children. More than 10,000 children par-
ticipated in AiA activities in 2010 alone.

Our three programs use art as a medium to gain knowledge of cultural similarities and differences and to teach to
embrace “the other” with folerance, understanding and curiosity.

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1. AiA Awareness Program (AwA)

The awareness program is divided info 3 art-based subprograms, aiming at giving children insight into the outside
world, bringing them closer to a global citizenship, by stimulating and reinforcing their natural inferest for the unk-
nown and for foreign cultures.

Those subprograms are the AiA Awareness Workshops given by AiA instructors, the AiA Awareness Curriculum pro-
gram given directly by school teachers, or AiA volunteers, and finally the AiA World Art Tour

a. AiA Awareness workshops

The AiA Awareness Workshops offer children the opportunity to express their culture and country through paintings,
poems and photography. These activities are coupled with a photography game designed to allow the children to
discover other people and countries. This program helps intfroduce the children to exploring the fascinating diversity
and similarities of our world.

In the first half of 2010, AiA resumed its AiA Awareness program in South-East Asia with several school visits in Malaysia
and Indonesia. Additionally, in both countries, AiA prepared set up an Art Pen Pal solidarity chain for children in Haiti
(see A.4).

In the last week of our visit to the region, AiA was honoured with an invitation from SOS Children Village to celebrate
their anniversary in Banda Aceh. Anthony Asael, founder of Art in All of Us organized Awareness Workshops with the
children of the village as well as creative photography teaching with the adolescents of the SOS Youth Facility.

Asael explains: «lf is always immensely satisfying fo work with SOS Children Villages. | am always stunned by their
fabulous work with the children all over the world. This region has been the most devastated by the Tsunami in 2004.
Over 55% of the 260,000 inhabitants were killed. Today, the whole city has been reconstructed and simple daily life
took over again. However sad memories remain, and Art is used constantly fo give the children an opportunity to
express themselves. | am happy to see how it has worked effectively in this region. AiA is proud to extend this work
with its Awareness programs in Aceh province.»

In 2010 AiA instructors organized Awareness workshops in Belgium, Guatemala, Haiti, Indonesia, Luxembourg, and
Malaysia.

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b. AiA Awareness Curriculum

Based on children’s pieces of art made during Awareness Workshops around the world, the Awareness Curriculum
aims at bringing countries and world cultures info classrooms, inviting children and teachers to travel around the
world through children’s drawings, poems and photographs.

Our extensive database of artwork including over 30,000 drawings and poems created by children is an exceptional
resource for teaching. Hence, this program is about children showing their culture and country to other children
through their art pieces. This program helps to immerse the children in the exploration of the fascinating diversity
and similarities of our world.

The program was re-launched in 2010, with the implementation of AiA Haiti Solidarity project (see A.4) and the
launch of the World Art Tour (See A.1.c). With the help of our local Haitian partner Fondation Culture Creation, we
were able to train local instructors, volunteers and artist. Today, an estimated 6,000 children have participated in
our activities in Haiti.

c. AiA World Art Tour

After the launch in 2009 of our World Art Book, featuring each of the 192 UN member countries as seen through
the eyes and rhymes of the children, AiA wanted to bring this rich content closer to its public in Belgium through a
participatory exhibition.

The result is a three dimensional testimony of the wonderful experiences that founders Anthony Asael and Stépha-
nie Rabemiafara have experienced in 192 countries. In the 2005-2009, 310 schools were visited, more than 25,000
drawings and poems were collected, and 18,000 children participated,

Belgium, the home country of the founders of AiA, has the honor of welcoming the first exhibitions of Artin All of Us
in Brussels and Antwerp at prestigious locations:

- Tour et Taxis (October 2010- December 2010)
- Antwerp Central Station (December 2010 — May 2011)

The AIA tfeam put together a series of inferactive and playful workshops aimed at entertaining children during their
visit. The exhibition allows visitors to exchange a drawing made according to one of the subjects suggested by Artin
All of Us (for example A Day in my life; Tolerance; How | go fo School; The Games of my Country) with children from
other countries. In return they receive a drawing of the same subject from another country.

Following the logic of AiIA Awareness Curriculum (see A.1.b), we also created 10 different, and free of charge, gui-
ding kits for all visitors visiting the exhibition. This allows them to play, share and learn on each of the images of the
exhibition:

- Family guide

- 3-6 years old before the visit guide

- 3-6 years old during the visit guide

- 3-6 years old after the visit guide

- 7-9 years old before the visit guide

- 7-9 years old during the visit guide

- 7-9 years old after the visit guide

- 10-13 years old before the visit guide

With the universal language of art as a medium, the goals of this exhibition is fo encourage children and adults to
raise questions about cultures, freedom of expression, traditions, and different lifestyles of people sometimes so close
and at ofther fimes so different from our own. Thanks to the perspectives of the young citizens represented in this
exhibifion, we hope to contribute a comprehensive outlook between different cultures, generations and individuals,
which —we're convinced - can bring greater tolerance & intercultural comprehension among children and adults.

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2. AiA Art Pen Pal Program (PPP)

Since ifs launch, the Art PPP has reached more than 2,500 children, connecting them to foreign culfures, and brin-
ging them closer to global citizenship.

AIA has set-up a network of schools throughout the world and pairs schools on different confinents to foster the
exchange of student-created artwork that represents their daily life, their culture and their country. This program
brings an innovative barrier breaker to classical school twinning programs: Art. Art helps the students break through
the initial communication barriers that their different languages present. Schools and teachers enrolled in the Art
PPP have been developing their students’ curiosity, arfistic expression, geographic knowledge, interests in other
cultures, and even language skills.

The highlight of the PPP in 2010 was the impressive multi-country participation in our Haiti project (see A.4)., which
included schools in Guatemala, Malaysia, Serbia, Belgium, Chile, Uganda, Armenia, Thailand, Indonesia, USA, and
Israel.

¢ Motivates the kids to think about their own culture, and share it with others;
e Inspires arfistic creafivity;

* Encourages exchanges within a specified framework, allowing them to observe differences and similarities of
children across countries and cultures.

Thanks to the teachers’ increasing interest in raising and culfivating their students’ interest for other cultures, we
receive new applications and new requests to become a part of the Art PPP almost daily. This success has been quite
demanding on our volunteers in charge of monitoring and following-up on the exchanges. They are always looking
for new driven and creative volunteers to support this increasing network.

« » » The challenges faced by the ART PPP:

¢ Many schools we visit are unfortunately unable to become a part of the Art PPP because of a lack of internet
access.

* Length of one exchange averages three months: it takes approximately three months from the first email
between the teachers in charge, to the sending and receiving of the ART Pen Pal school’s artwork. Reducing
this length will help keeping students mofivated, and eager to learn.

* The follow-up of an exchange requires fully driven, experienced and dedicated volunteers, fluent at least in
English and one other language. With the increased popularity of the program, our volunteer database has
not been able to grow in proportion with that of our school database.

In 2010, through a partnership with Salesfore.com, AiA successfully installed the CRM Enterprise Edition of the com-
pany. This donation will assist AiA in managing ifs programs and enable more efficient management of the Art Pen
Pal Program specifically.

Nevertheless, thanks to their fantastic tfeachers, students have been able to creatively express themselves and ex-
change information regarding their country and their dreams, including a special focus on the 8 Millennium Goals
of the Child Rights Convention.

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3. AiA World Art Book Program (WAB)

The World Art Book, published in 2009 in French and English, is a tangible representation of all 192 UN member coun-
tfries that AiA has succeeded in reaching. Each country is presented through one drawing and one poem created
by the students of the country, and one portrait photograph taken by an AiA photographer during his or her fime
there.

The World Art Book is not an attempt to represent the reality of each country; it is instead a testimony to the power
and importance of documenting the world'’s cultures through the creative eyes of children. Each page contains
artistic expressions creafted by children on a day they were reached by our educators through an AiA workshop.
Some depicted their daily life, others their family, their city or their village, but they all did their best fo answer the
same request: “Tell me about your country.”

This book is a unique and fantastic learning tool for children and adults alike. It allows you to plunge into the crea-
tions created by children of different socio-economical and geographical backgrounds: public and private schools
in urban and rural environments, as well as orphanages and other child educational centers. It invites you to take
an emotional journey through the imagination of children around the world: to see how they view their country and
culture — expressed uniquely through their eyes. It shows, in a very beautiful way, the diversity and the similarifies
between the children of all the 192 UN member countries, from Afghanistan to Zimbabwe.

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4. Haiti Solidarity Project

After the ferrible earthquake of January 2010, thousands of people reached out to Haiti in a wave of solidarity.

Haitian children not only urgently needed water and food but were also in great need of being able to dream and
draw as any child would. Art in All of Us decided to organize several Art activities in Haiti o continue to stimulate
creativity, connect the world’s children with this devastated nation, and maybe even get a few more smiles out of
the kids in and around Port-au-Prince.

First, AiA’s team reached out fo their network of schools around the world and organized for several schools to send
drawings and painting fo Haiti and a show of solidarity. Art and photography were the language of communica-
fion, and the vehicle for sharing dreams, ideas, ambitions, and hopes. Schools from Guatemala, Malaysia, Serbia,
Belgium, Chile, Uganda, Armenia, Thailand, Indonesia, USA, and Israel participated.

AiA delivered several AiA Awareness Workshops and were able to reach 6,000 Haitian children in the four areas most
affected by the earthquake. Founder Anthony Asael and local AiA volunteers facilitated the workshops in the last
quarter of 2010. In collaboration with local partner Foundation Culture Creation d'Haifi, Anthony Asael also trained
local educators, artists, and volunteers to continue AiA’'s Awareness Workshops through 2011. During the sessions,
the children were encouraged fo express themselves through Art Therapy activities and also to create a dialog with
other children around the world.

With Foundation Culture Création d'Haiti, four large exhibitions in the four most affected areas were produced with
hundreds of pieces of art that were received from all over the world. Executive Director Colette Perodin says “No
other organization has reached out to the children of Haiti with the unique methodology of using the art of children
from around the globe, who have reached out to Haiti's children, to build bonds and global connections. Art, as
always, is being utilized as the universal language to build understanding, support and hope.”

b. Event of the Year

In close partnership with the Belgian Cooperation and Development office, AiA organized its event of the year at
Tour and Taxi. The event focused on the 8 UN Millennium Goals for Development (MDG) and was presented by the
fantastic World of St Nicolas. The goal was to promote the MDGs and create awareness of their global significance.
The show was part of a program set up by the Belgian Presidency of the EU and presented in the framework of the
Journées Européennes du Développement (European Days for Development).

The method of communication that we used to transmit the 8 MDGs was a children’s musical performance with
content that articulated the dreams and hopes of children, around the 8 MDGs.

The show was produced and directed by famous Belgian artistic composer and directorDidier Bouillon (Asian Ga-
mes Qatar, Disneyland Paris, SBM Monaco, private shows in Moscow, etfc.), with choreographies of Joélle Morane
(Disneyland Paris, Make a Wish, CAP48, Drucker, etc.) and Le Ballet Jeunesse (Marie-Rose, Emilie Jolie, Jésus-Christ
Superstar, etc.).

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As in previous years, most program development and implementation costs as well as fundraising costs are suppor-
ted by AiA’s Belgium based network. Thus, the fundraising efforts were mostly collected in Europe.

As of 31.12.2010, AiA had equipment equivalent to 912 Euros, 58,408 Euros liquidities in bank, had a debt of 21,421
Euros to its founding members, and made a provision of 75,000 Euros for payments to its providers.

This debt to founding members represents the cumulated advance payments AiA founding members have been
paying to finance AiA activities from 2006-2008. The debt doesn’'t have any due date, and is reevaluated yearly at

the Euribor rate.

AiA USA ended 2010 with a positive outcome of 4,023 Euros. However, AiA USA has had a debt of 7,889 Euros since
2008, representing AiA BEL loans that supported AiA USA project activities, other expenses supported by AiA BEL
on behalf of AiA USA, and corporate donations made to AiA BEL on AiA USA’'s bank account to facilitate donor’s
payment. This loan has not been reimbursed by AiA USA in 2010 as expected, due to AiA USA’s financial situation.
